twice yearly. Data reports indicate the quality and
completeness of the submission and assist with
improvement opportunities. Historical reports assist
with management and administration of the DRDP.

Federal Child Outcomes Reporting
DRAccessOutcomes.org displays California’s
preschool outcomes at the local and state level.
The CDE uses aggregated DRDP results for federal
preschool outcomes reporting to the Office of
Special Education Programs (OSEP).
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
